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New York Alumnae Chapter  
History and Programs 

The New York Alumnae Chapter (NYAC) is one of the oldest Sigma Alpha Iota alumnae chapters in the nation. Originally established 

in New York City in the early 1920’s as Epsilon Epsilon, it was officially chartered under its present name in 1932. In 2005, the 

NYAC was awarded the National Alumnae Chapter Achievement Award, which is the most prestigious honor an alumnae chapter can 

receive.  In 2002 and 2003, the NYAC was awarded the Alumnae Chapter Achievement Award within their province and was selected 

as a finalist for the National Alumnae Chapter Achievement Award.  They were also honored with the Annelle Chandler McAdams 

Community Service Award for their 2003, 2004 & 2006 Benefit Concerts. 

The NYAC draws its membership from the greater New York metropolitan area including all five boroughs, Long Island, southeast 

New York State, and northern New Jersey, including associate members who reside all across the United States.  Once a month, 

September through June, the NYAC holds meetings and special events throughout the metropolitan area. Annual special events 

include a holiday dinner in December, a special Benefit Concert in the spring which benefits philanthropic endeavors in music, and an 

American Musicale in March showcasing the talent of chapter members in works by American composers. 

 

SERVICE 

The NYAC keeps its strong commitment to the community and music education through a variety of Service Projects. These include, 

but are not limited to: 
 

• Food and blanket drives for the needy. 

• Holiday toy drives for underprivileged children. 

• Musical performances for nursing facilities and children’s hospitals. 

• Raising money for cancer research by participating in the Revlon Run/Walk for Women’s Cancers. 
 

The NYAC is also dedicated to philanthropic outreach through annual donations to local, national, and international non-profit 

organizations including The Turtle Bay Music School,  Sigma Alpha Iota’s Summer Music Scholarship Fund, and Sigma Alpha Iota’s 

People-to-People Project.   

 

BENEFIT CONCERT 

The NYAC’s largest fundraiser and musical event is their Benefit Concert.   The earliest Benefit concert dates back to 1934.  In 2001, 

it was implemented again after a hiatus of several years.  The purpose of the Benefit Concert is to raise money for local, national and 

international charities while strengthening NYAC’s commitment to supporting outstanding music and exceptional performers.  The 

2001 concert featured ΢AI members performing American music by such famous composers as Leonard Bernstein, George Gershwin 

and Cole Porter.  Since then, the concert has grown to feature world famous artists performing exciting and challenging repertoire.   

 

The 2002 benefit entitled, ―Brahms, Bariolage and Beyond‖ featured the world-renowned artistry of pianist Mary Louise Boehm and 

violinist Kees Kooper.  These two Distinguished Members of ΢AI had a prolific recording career, including a Grammy nomination for 

Ms. Boehm’s recording of ñErnest Schellingôs Piano Musicò which was named Gramophone Magazine’s ―Pick of the Month.‖  

 

In 2003, the NYAC paid tribute to another of its most distinguished members, American composer James Cohn.  This concert featured 

an array of outstanding international performers. Mr. Cohn was also a recipient of the Queen Elisabeth of Belgium Prize for his 

Symphony No. 2 and an A.I.D.E.M. prize for his Symphony No. 4.   

 

The NYAC’s Award-winning 2004 Benefit Concert featured the musical talent of ΢AI National Arts Associate, Argentine pianist 

Mirian Conti, of whom The New York Times wrote, ―Ms. Conti's pianism offers more than tonal luster; hers was an impressionism 

imbued with sinew and, in livelier movements, with the spirit of the dance. Her playing was impulsive, colorful, and precise."  

 

The 2005 Benefit Concert featured the vocal jazz talents of Lenora Zenzalai Helm who in 1998, was elected by national audition to 

represent the United States abroad as a 1998-1999 U.S Jazz Ambassador. Geoffrey Himes of The Washington Post wrote that she 

ñpossesses an astonishing voice...she improvises harmonic changes with undeniable ingenuity.ò Lenora has also been calledñThe 

voice of her generation,ò by Alexander Gelf and Jazz Magazine. 

 

In 2006, the NYAC called on their sister, Member Laureate Claudia Waite, to give an art song recital.  Ms. Waite is a frequent soloist 

at the Metropolitan opera, and has sung all over the world.  NYAC was again awarded the Annelle Chandler McAdams Community 

Service Award for this amazing concert.
